The place and time of the festival:

30th – 31st October 2015, the concert hall of the Unity House
The aims of the festival:

· to popularize types of modern dance;
· to develop the mutual relations between the choreography schools of Latvia and other countries;
· to promote sharing experiences between the festival participants and choreographers;
· to heighten the society’s interest in choreography and the field of the modern dance.
Festival Regulations:
The festival includes the dance competitions for different age groups, teams, solo and duet dancers. 

The Gala concert of the festival (31st October) will take place in the concert-hall of the Unity House, and its participants will perform their competitive programmes, which, according to the jury’s evaluation, have got the larger number of points.
The music record is to be submitted in the format of a CD; there should be mentioned the following information on a CD: the name of a team, a city, a country, and the name of a choreography to which the following phonogram corresponds. 
Competition Regulations:

The participants are solo dancers, duet dancers, and teams performing modern dance (jazz modern, break-dance, krump, contemporary, and etc.) or a contemporary ballet performance up to 4 minutes. 
Age groups:

· Dancers aged up to 10 years
· A1 – soloists
· B1 – duets
· C1 – teams 
· Dancers aged from 11 to 14 years
· A2 – soloists
· B2 – duets

· C2 – teams

· Dancers aged from 15 till 17 years
· A3 – soloists
· B3 – duets

· C3 – teams

· Dancers aged from 18 – 25 years

· A4 – soloists
· B4 – duets

· C4 – teams

The age group is defined according to the oldest participant of the team. 

Registration procedure:

Before 15th September 2015 are to be sent:

1. a filled-in participant’s application form;
2. a photo in a JPEG format not smaller than 300dpi /inch/;
3. a backing track in an MP3 format;
4. documents are to be sent via e-mail: leonova@vienībasnams.lv
The names of competition participants will be electronically announced before 20th September 2015. The official invitations will be sent to the team managers. 

Evaluation:

1. The competition organizers establish the panel of judges (including a chairperson and an executive secretary);
2. The competition will be evaluated by a professional jury on a ten-point scale according to the following criteria:
· the difficulty level of a chosen performance;
· the artistic quality of a performance;
· the technique of a performance;
· acting skills;
· the visual image of participants.
3.  The evaluation form is closed. The jury’s evaluation is not arguable.

4. The jury’s decision is recorded in the Latvian language and remains deposited at the competition organizers. If the actual time of a performance exceeds the time limits, the fine is set (up to 1 minute – 1 point, from 1 minute till 2 minutes – 2 points, and etc.).
Awarding:
Winners of the competition are awarded with diplomas: 1st place, 2nd place, 3rd place, and the Grand Prix (the amount of the prize EUR 400); invitation prizes for each age group are given as well.

Accrediting:

1. A participant covers all the expenses caused by his/her participation in the competition.

2. Participation fee is EUR 15 (from each participant).
3. Participation fee is to be transferred to the following account before 28th October 2015:

With a mark: For the festival “Autumn Rhythms” (the name and the surname of a participant or the name of a dance team should be obligatory mentioned).

4. Organizers may help with the reservation of sleeping accommodation and food and beverage services. Rates: a hostel – from EUR 10 (one person), a hotel – from EUR 35 (one person).
5. In a case of a participant’s absence the participation fee is not refunded.

Special provisions:

1. The competition organizers have a right to use audio and visual materials of a participant in some typographic publications, for mass-media, internet homepages, TV, and for the festival and Daugavpils city advertising purposes. 
2. Submitting a filled-in application form to the competition organizers implies the acceptance of the Regulations.  
3. The Grand Prix prizewinners do not have any right to participate in the competition in the age group the grand prize of which they have already had.
